Preserving our Past—
Preparing our Future
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The Past…
Long before our children raced up and down 

the fi elds of the OBGC Community Park, Fall-

ing Green was home to some of Montgomery 

County’s most signifi cant early settlers, the 

Brooke family. Quaker planter Basil Brooke built 

the home c. 1770, of hand-shaped bricks laid 

in Flemish Bond. Members of the Brooke family 

maintained it for nearly two centuries. Today 

the home stands as one of the county’s fi nest 

expressions of Georgian architecture. It

is located at the heart of the Olney Boys

and Girls Community Sports Association’s

118-acre youth athletic park and serves as

a reminder of the Olney area’s rich Quaker heri-

tage. The land was part of a 2,000-acre

grant from Lord Baltimore to Basil’s father, James 

Brooke, who with wife Deborah became found-

ing members of the Sandy Spring Quaker Meet-

ing. Falling Green is registered with the Maryland 

Historic Trust.

Founded in 1969, OBGC provides after-school 

sports programs that foster the emotional and 

physical development of 7,000 county children 

annually. For many of these years it was forced 

to turn children away from its programs due to 

inadequate athletic facilities. To address this, in 

2001 OBGC purchased Falling Green and the 

surrounding acreage and built the Community 

Park at Freeman Fields.

The Challenge…
As a condition for the approval of land use, 

at the time of purchase the county included a 

requirement that the Brooke home, vacant since the 

early 1980s, be restored. OBGC’s restoration plan 

will not only save an important piece of history, it will 

help the club meet pressing organizational needs. 

Currently the club rents administrative offi ces off-site, 

and staff must make almost daily trips to the park 

to meet with maintenance crews, volunteers, and 

vendors—an ineffi cient use of time and resources. 

Without staff presence on the property, security is di-

minished, inviting potential damage or misuse. Lack 

of staff on-site also limits access to the park, creat-

ing diffi culties for volunteers who need to manage 

equipment and prepare for tourna-

ments and other events. Lack of 

an administrative facility also results 

in a shortage of meeting space for 

OBGC’s volunteer coaches, coor-

dinators, and staff. Restoring the 

home will address all these impor-

tant organizational needs essential 

to our children’s programs.

The Future…
OBGC has a successful track record in restoring 

historic structures. In 2002 it won recognition from 

Preservation Montgomery for rebuilding the 1880s 

barn located at the park. OBGC works closely with 

the Maryland Historical Society, Historic Preservation 

Commission, Sandy Spring Museum,and Montgom-

ery College to research the history of Falling Green to ensure that restoration is 

done with utmost respect and integrity. Through a grant from the Maryland Historic 

Trust, OBGC hired Craig Moloney to develop plans that address the club’s desire 

to restore an important part of Montgomery County history while improving the 

organization of club and park as well as park security.

Pursuant to these aims, the restoration of Falling Green is designed to include 

administrative offi ces, meeting space, and caretaker residence. Also included is a 

display area that will showcase historical artifacts found on the property, making 

our local heritage accessible to the thousands of young park-users. A run-down 

addition currently attached to the home will be removed and the materials re-used 

where feasible to house environmentally sensitive utilities, including geothermal 

cooling and heating. The renovation is estimated to cost $1.6 million.
